clarity through each word.

Beyond high school, without the presence of a state or city NFL team, college 
football takes the stage. From UVA, VA Tech, ODU, JMU, UofR and William & Mary, 
there are plenty of teams on the national stage. 
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The extremely unique narrative of the film is broken down into six sections, with the lead role, Jamie, experiencing life in the following order:

DESCRIPTIONS OF SECTIONS
1. Sensing freedom and happiness in college, all while introducing his new puppy, an English Bulldog named Jerzee.

2. Discovering challenges of the real world with not just work, but an extreme, personal loss (his then 2-year-old Bulldog).

3. Experiencing recovery and companionship with the inclusion of his canine Boxer, Jones, as well as his little bro, Keith.

4. Finding the love of his life, Vaughan, and settling down as a family of three (Jamie, Vaughan and Jones).

5. Enduring the challenge of the cancer that invades his boy, Jones, and the successful battle that pursues.

6. Finding enlightenment concerning his boy’s cancer, as well as his fascination with creeks.
